12V strip tape works from a 240v mains circuit when being powered by a 

compatible transformer. Alternatively, the strip units can be wired to a dedicated 

12V DC circuit without the need for a transformer. To guarantee the highest 

efficiency, we advise that you change your existing transformers to LED Drivers 

guaranteeing compatibility. Please see our quick driver guide below:

What Driver do I need?

We have many easy to use compatible drivers available in various wattages. To 

work out what driver you will need for each length of LED you can simply multiply 

the wattage of the tape by the length of LED strip you will be using, this will give 

you the total wattage the LED strip requires, then simply choose a driver which is 

at least 10% above this figure.
